Updates: 
1. Economic Injury Disaster Loans (EIDL)
· On June 15, SBA began accepting new EIDL and EIDL Advance applications from qualified small businesses. 
· EIDL can be used to cover payroll and inventory, pay debt, or fund other business expenses.
· Businesses are also able to apply for an EIDL Advance, or "forgiveable loan"
2. Paycheck Protection Program (PPP)
· PPP still has $130 billion in loans available
· PPP is now more flexible
· This is a forgivable loan if at least 60% of loan is spent on payroll over 24 weeks
· Apply with your local lender
· Deadline to apply is 6/30/2020

Outdoor Permit Options for your Business:
1.  Seattle Department of Construction (SDCI) and Inspection permits offered - 
· Outdoor seating on private property 
· Temporary permit and permanent permits
2. Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) – 
· Outdoor Seating areas in public right-of-way (no alcohol or table service)
· Sidewalk café – annual permit
· Streateries – patio, platform (up to 10 weeks per the current review timelines)
· Parklets – (no review, issuance and annual renewal fees, however a construction permit may be required if a platform is built)
· Currently available for those who want to apply now.

Updates: 
· Application for Phase 2 went to department State of Health Monday Evening. Hoping to hear by the end of the week.
· Differences between Phase 1.5 and Phase 2 - Indoor occupancy levels will double to 50%.
· Why are we applying for Phase 2? Metrics are pretty good for King County. Health care system is doing well. Contact tracing is good.
· Dashboard – Syndromic surveillance – looks at our systems. Emergency visits for pneumonia. This is reassuring to our communicable diseases. Not seeing people having to go to the hospital for these respiratory symptoms.
· King County has declared racism a public health crisis.
· Equipping community leaders and organizations with resources to develop solutions. 
· How do I stay healthy or not get COVID-19?
· When they cough or sneeze, their germs get in the air, on you, and on things.
· Germs get into your body through your mouth, nose and your eyes.
· Good practices work well.
· Face coverings: 
· Everyone is strongly urged to wear face coverings when you are at any indoor or outdoor public space may be within 6 feet of someone who does not live with you.
· This includes, grocery stores/food banks, pharmacies, hardware stores etc.
· People who should not wear a face covering 
i. Anyone who:
ii. Has a disability that makes it hard for them to wear or remove  a face covering.
iii. Is deaf and moves their face and mouth to communicate.
iv. Has been advised not to wear one by a medical professional.
v. Has trouble breathing, is unconscious, or unable to remove the face covering without help.
vi. Children 2 years and younger 
vii. Children 2-12 years unless a parent or caregiver is with them.
· Face coverings in Black and Brown communities
· “Many people outside the Black community of color are not aware of the thoughts, deliberations and pre-planning that Black people and other people of color must consider before, during, and after enter public spaces.”
· Reducing Risk of Getting COVID-19 While Protesting
1. Before you go, stay home if you do not feel well, consider staying home.
2. What to do when you get home:
i. Wash your hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds as soon as you get home.
ii. Change your clothes. Put the clothes in the washer. Wash your hands again.
iii. Monitor your health for 14 days afterwards. 
iv. Take care of your mental health. 
v. Call Crisis Connections at 1-866-427-4747 for support.
vi. Get tested right away if you develop symptoms.
Q&A Session:
1. Do you need to have symptoms in order to go get tested?
Outdoor spaces are pretty safe for COVID-19. Workplaces, gyms, and indoor areas are more risky.  It comes down to your personal judgement. 
2. For the 50% capacity, is the 6-foot distance still applicable?
Yes, restaurants should prepare to have groups separated by 6 feet. 
3. Are we pursuing strategies similar to Japan or Hong Kong for containing COVID-19?
Globally, we are in a learning mode. Mask wearing & contact tracing. We are trying to emulate the best practices of Asia.

Safe Start King County: Currently Phase 1.5:
· Restaurant 25% indoor & 50% outdoor occupancy
· Retail 15% occupancy (30-minute limit)
Phase 2 would allow: 
· Restaurant 50% indoor & 50% outdoor occupancy
· Retail 30% occupancy (30-minute limit)
Outdoor Expansion Support:
restaurants and retail services to provide new or additional outdoor dining or retail opportunities, either on their own property or on adjacent sidewalks, alleys, or right-of-way, in addition to what is allowed indoors, with no additional permits or fees. 
Temporary flexibility: 
Outdoor allowance would end when King County enters Phase 4 of the Safe Start plan or otherwise allows restaurants and retail services to return to normal operations, whichever comes first.

1. Private property (SDCI):
· Permanent Use permit
· Temporary Use Permit – For use up to 4 weeks; eligible to reapply
· Intermittent Use Permit – For use up to 1-2 days a week; up to one-year
Cost: Approximately $350 
Processing time: Approximately 3 weeks.

2. Public property (SDOT):
· Temporary Outdoor Café Permit
· For restaurants wanting sidewalk or curb space seating
3. Temporary Merchandise Display Permit
· For retail business owners wanting sidewalk or curb space (including POS)

· For vending location and duration flexibility (including food trucks and carts)
